Literacy includes a wide and ever changing range of 
skills and abilities, including reading and writing skills, 
thinking skills, and the ability to think critically and to 
make decisions.

Homework benefits students by complementing, 
consolidating and extending classroom learning, 
fostering good study habits and providing an opportunity 
for students to be responsible for their own learning.  
Homework is integral to most subjects and: 

¶ Supports and extends classroom learning 

¶ Develops positive study habits 

¶ Develops a responsibility for self learning 

¶ Develops organization and planning skills 

¶ Supports the links between home and school 
 
Regular and appropriate amounts of homework will be 
set at all year levels.  In Years 7 and 8 students should 
do at least one hour per weeknight, Years 9 and 10 
should do at least one and a half hours. Work may be 
set during weekends and school holidays.  There is an 
expectation that if a student misses a class, that it is 
their responsibility to find out what occurred in that class 
and catch up on the work missed.
