The College has developed a Promotions Policy as part of its 
commitment to ensuring that all students achieve at the 
fullest potential. In deciding whether a student is to be 
promoted to Year 10, the Campus will consider: 
 

¶ The number of subjects successfully completed.  It is 
expected that a student will pass all subjects.  

¶ The studentôs attendance during the year. Attendance that 
is below 90% without appropriate explanation is of 
concern. 

¶ The studentôs attitude to their studies.  This is indicated by 
behaviours such as completion of work on time, 
preparedness for class, respect for the right of others to 
learn and punctuality.  

 
In the situation where a studentôs progress is of concern, the  
Year 9 Student Manager will convene a meeting with the  
student and his/her parent(s) to discuss the progress of the  
student and outline the possible outcomes for the following 
year.  
 
In cases where the Student Manager has a major concern,  
the Student Manager may involve the Campus Principal in 
the discussions with the student and his/her parent(s).

 At Sandringham College we aim to ensure that the whole 
school experience not only engages our young people in 
learning but also develops in them a sense of community 
and active responsibility.
